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Totalitarian Leaders Online Profiles

Assignment:  
· Choose two dictators or totalitarian leaders:
·  Josef Stalin
· Benito Mussolini
· Adolf Hitler
· Create Facebook profiles for each leader using the template provided – for extra credit, you may make the profile online on google sites! (+5 mastery points)
Requirements for each profile:
· The Profile (6 pts. each):
· A profile picture that is suitable for the figure.  This does not need to necessarily be a picture of the figure, it could be a picture that your figure might enjoy or otherwise have as their profile. Think about how the dictator would like to be seen. 
· The typical Facebook page also shows the figure’s friends, relationships, and interests so I would like you to include these as well so that I receive the true “Facebook experience.”
· Family, alliances and political beliefs (fascism, communism, socialism, etc.) should be listed here.
· We know that a leader’s background and personal history are important, such as hometown, education, and earlier career.
· The Wall (10 pts. each):
· At least 3 “likes” and “dislikes.” These may be for concepts or world events. 
· Ex: “Adolf Hitler dislikes Treaty of Versailles.”
· At least 4 “status updates” of key actions that the leader took during their rule.
· Ex: “Benito Mussolini’s relationship status is now Married, in order to get the support of the Vatican.”
· At least 4 photos or images that show in-depth knowledge of your figure.
· At least 2 “app updates” from the following Totalitarianism Facebook Apps: “Economic Conditions,” “Indoctrination & Propaganda,” “Censorship,” “Religious Persecution,” and “Police Terror.”  
· Ex: “Josef Stalin has ordered that pictures of himself hang in every classroom in the Soviet Union using the Indoctrination & Propaganda app.”
· Ex: “The Economic Conditions app has posted a Famine in your country.”
· Interactions: Your two leaders must hold a “Wall to Wall” conversation with at least 3 posts each. These may be wall posts or comments on status updates. 
· Ex: Adolf Hitler
       Love the Blackshirts, Benito! Can you help me come up with a private military force of my
       own?
· NOTE: These comments must be historically useful – what would the leader realistically believe about the others’ actions? What do they have in common and what would they disagree about? Comments that do not illuminate facts or historical ideas about the leader do not count.
