The Task 
Write a historical narrative set during WWI. This story must include a conflict, imagery and details that fit the setting. To help you find accurate details, you will create a works cited page that lists the sources from English and World Studies that have influenced you as an author. Your story must include a THEME that reveals a certain attitude about the effects of war on humanity. Your final draft must be typed, double-spaced and a minimum of 3 pages (maximum of 5).09

Examples of Narratives with Strong Themes 
· “Break of Day in the Trenches” – This text shows the theme that any beauty in the world is tainted and destroyed by war. 
· “Dulce et Decorum Est” – This text shows the theme that war is seen as honorable, but the reality is gruesome and traumatic. 
· Propaganda Posters – These texts promote the idea that citizens should be afraid of enemies and thus get involved in helping the war effort. 

Steps to Success 
Step 1: Brainstorm details and setting (HW Due: Oct. 4th) 
Step 2: Decide on conflict and characters 
Step 3: Make an outline 
Step 4: Finish your outline and write opening page of your narrative 
Step 5: Type and label a first draft of the narrative including a Works Cited page (HW Due: Oct. 11th in English) 
Step 6: Revise for detail and writing style 
Step 7: Proofread 
Step 8: Type, label, and print your final draft (due Oct. 18th in English) 

Labeling Your Drafts 
· 3-5 historical details (label: HD)
· Imagery (all five senses, label: sight, sound, smell, touch, taste) 
· At least one example of figurative language (label: symbolism, personification, metaphor, or simile)
· One sentence that supports your theme 
· One sentence that shows your setting
· One sentence that shows your conflict
· One example of interior monologue 
· One example of correctly punctuated dialogue
· One example where you have combined independent clauses using semicolons or commas correctly (label: punctuation)
