Revolutions Research Project

Your task is to research a revolution of your choice and answer the following guiding questions through a project:  Do Revolutions create progress or just create more problems?  How does the Russian Revolution compare to other world revolutions?

Your project requires both a visual and written component.  You have a choice between the type of visual component and the revolution topic.

Step 1:  Research and Written Component – DUE THURSDAY NOV 10TH.

1. You are expected to research a revolution of your choice and complete the written graphic organizer with accurate details from your research. 
2. You are expected to cite any sources you use with an MLA-formatted Works Cited page.

Step 2:  Visual Presentation – DUE TUESDAY NOV 15TH.

1. CONTENT:  Your visual component should answer the following guiding questions:
a. What was the cause of your revolution?
b. What was the sequence of events that occurred during your revolution?  What were the results of the revolution?
c. What different types of governments existed throughout the revolution cycle?
d. Does your revolution fit Brinton’s cycle?  Why or why not?
e. What similarities does your revolution share with the Russian revolution?  What differences exist?
2.  FORMAT: Your Revolution presentation can take any of the following visual forms:

b. Power point Presentation*
c. Video documentary**
