	D) In 1905 the Duma is established in response to protests, but it has little actual power 






	B) 1914, Czar Nicholas II leads Russia into WWI (troops are not prepared).


	C) March 1917, women textile workers in Petrograd lead a citywide strike which is later named the March Revolution.  The Czar’s guards join in with the protesters. 





	E) Czar Nicholas abdicates (gives up power) his throne.

	J) Leaders of the Duma establish a Provisional (or temporary) Government and Alexander Kerensky becomes leader of Russia.





	K) Germans send Lenin back to Russia (from political exile), soon after he leads the Bolshevik Revolution in November.

	F) Civil War rages in response to the Bolsheviks;  the communist “red army” fight the anti-communist “white army”







	G) Lenin rises to power and negotiates treaty of Brest-Litovsk to give Germany part of Russian territory as an end to Russia’s involvement in WWI





	H) Bolshevik party takes power and uses War Communism to institute a state-controlled society (totalitarian imposed communism)


	L) After communism creates the famine of 1919, Lenin uses his New Economic Policy to repair a failing Russian economy by giving peasants some freedom to sell their surplus crops
